Book Four:  Prince Caspian
Book Five:  The Voyage of the Dawn Treader
Book Six: The Silver Chair
Book Seven: The Last Battle

However, the original publication order was as follows:

Book Two:  Prince Caspian
Book Three: The Voyage of the Dawn Treader
Book Four:  The Silver Chair
Book Five:  The Horse and His Boy
Book Six: The Magician’s Nephew
